Report of Release of 21°* Instalment of PM-KISAN Scheme

at ICAR-Central Institute of Fisheries Education, Mumbai on November 19, 2025

The ICAR-Central Institute of Fisheries Education (ICAR-CIFE), Mumbai, organized a
significant event to mark the release of the 21 instalment of the Pradhan Mantri Kisan Samman
Nidhi (PM-KISAN) Scheme under the leadership of Dr. N.P Sahu, Director (Acting), ICAR-
CIFE, Mumbai.
